Entering his 42nd season, three-time National Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC) Northeast Region Coach of the Year and two-time NABC National Coach of the Year David Hixon '75 has molded the Amherst men's basketball program into one of the best in the nation.  With a 801-288 overall record, Hixon's .736 winning percentage is among the highest in NCAA history. His teams have won more NESCAC titles than any other team in the conference (7). Hixon has led his alma mater to 19 NCAA Tournaments, with ten of those appearances resulting in a trip to at least the national quarterfinals. Amherst has advanced to the NCAA semifinals on seven occasions, notably capturing national championships in 2006-07 and 2012-13.

One of the best players in Amherst basketball history, Toomey enters his fifth season as an assistant coach at Amherst College. After scoring over 2,000 points and leading the team to a National Championship, 2 Final Fours, and 3 NESCAC championships, Toomey has taken over coaching the current Amherst guards and has made an immediate impact.
